The Plan 
 
Gifted and Talented 
students from our current Y9 cohort will form the 
management committee for the community 
website. They will be responsible for planning 
how we are going to attract peoples interest and 
get people to use the site as we intend. They will 
work on gathering information from local 
community groups and input this onto the 
website.  
 

They will also work closely with students 
on the Business Administration course 
(starting Sept 2006 with a year 10 group) 
who will support the management 
committee with things like pro-formas for 
gathering information, inputting data and 
general administration tasks as needed.
